DEVELOPMENT ORDER AMENDMENT

The Resolution authorized an increase in the mamimumber of Multi-Family Residential units from 20to
2,337 units. These additional units can only bairaed through utilization of the existing Land Usguivalency
Matrix. The Amendment also extended the Phase 18 &uildout dates (to July 13, 2021) and the Dewelent
Order expiration date (to July 13, 2026) on accadinarious Executive Orders enacted by the Gowama016.

DISCUSSION

The aforementioned modification to the Developm®@rder was not processed through the typical Natice
Proposed Change process. Alternatively, by adgphiea above-reference Amendment, Hillsborough Gohatl
determined thatthe proposed change(s) is/are similar in naturegaet, or character to the changes enumerated
in Subparagraphs 380.06(19)(e)2.a-}, F.S., and amgxreate the likelihood of any additional reggdmmpact’
Subsequently, Hillsborough County administrativalyorporated the modifications into the Developm@rder.
