The committees which make hgp RDSTF are as follows: Law Enforcement,
Emergency Management, Fire Rescue, Health and Mlediteroperable Communications, Training and
Exercise, Critical Infrastructure Protection, ardlEation.

On May 30, 2013, a tank containing 450 gallonsadi®m Hypochlorite burst at the University of South
Florida (USF) Tampa Campus. While air and grounditoring were immediately deployed by USF staff
to gauge the potential threat to public safetyetymotifications of the incident were not providedthe
SERC and the National Response Center. As regoyréelderal law, all releases must be reportediwith
15 minutes but, in this instance, it was determihatithe reporting did not occur until somewheggueen
15-60 minutes following the tank rupture. Thisajetould potentially subject USF to fines under the
EPCRA and/or CERCLA.

USF was notified of a date to attend a “Show Cawbfinistrative hearing to be conducted by U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency officials in AtlapntGA. Prior to this hearing, USF’s legal courisad
contacted the staffs of the LEPC, Tampa Fire Reaadethe FDEM to inquire about the Supplemental
Environmental Projects process as an alternatithesttull payment of a potential considerable fihating

the time constraints associated with FDEM stafifesation of the electronic SEP database, it was atiytu
determined that USF could easily assist with thideavor, noting the expertise of professors andugtz
students in computer programming.

On November 7, 2013, USF staff and legal coungehded the hearing. The primary purpose of the
hearing was to establish a chronology of evenwditgaup to and following the incident, justificatidor

the delay in timely notification/reporting, and tliscuss the actions which have been subsequently
implemented at USF, including a significant updattneir Spill Contingency Plan and their currese of
55-gallon drums as an alternate to tanks. Onearsate, USF is currently researching the potetdiake

salt water chlorination instead of sodium hypoditéoin its entirety.

Convinced that the release did not leave the EiA dismissed all but the CERCLA penalties. The
magnitude of the release, the particular chemacal,the timeliness of reporting are all contribgtiactors

with an option to implement a SEP for up to 75%haf fine value.

Considering that USF determined that the estabkstirof the electronic SEP database would cost an
estimated $20,000, they elected not to pursuesBR. However, USF administrative officials didesgr

to coordinate with Chief Scott Ehlers and the LEB@etermine alternate hazmat equipment that may be
needed by Tampa Fire Rescue in the approximatersod®1,000. Chief Ehlers and John Meyer agreed
to identify the equipment with a three week peffmitbwing the hearing.

B. DOMESTIC SECURITY OVERSIGHT COUNCIL RECOMMENDATIO N Scott Ehlers

The Domestic Security Oversight Council (DSOC) ndlseapproved a final recommendation to provide
to the Department of Homeland Security regardingreifunding. The recommendation was to reduce the
number of federally-funded Regional Hazmat Respdresens (RHRT) statewide from 35 to 21. In the
recent years, each RHRTs had received federaldgradiocations of approximately $15,000 annualiyrir

the Department of Homeland Security. Howeverntlagority of funding for these entities has alwagsi

and will always be provided by the local County/ancCity.

Alternatives to the reduction in RHRTs were presdnby fire service industry representatives. The
following constitute the alternatives which weregosed but not considered and/or not approved;

Provide funding down to the FDEM Region level ahovafor further dissemination of funds based
on consensus; or
Allow for some sort of rotational funding of RHR¥ may be applicable within a specific Region(s).

Contrary to LEPC District 8’'s correspondence traitigah following the May 2013 LEPC requesting that
the DSOC postpone the recommendation to reduceutmder of RHRTsUntil a comprehensive threats
and vulnerabilities assessment has been conductéc@aluated the DSOC voted to recommend the
reduction in RHRT in association with their Octo&f meeting.
